NEW TESTAMENT LESSON — 1 Corinthians 9:16-23 [Dave Goetz]

If T proclaim the gospel, this gives me no ground for boasting, for an obligation is laid on me, and woe to me if I do
not proclaim the gospel! For if I do this of my own will, I have a reward; but if not of my own will, I am entrusted
with a commission. What then is my reward? Just this: that in my proclamation I may make the gospel free of
charge, so as not to make full use of my rights in the gospel.

For though I am free with respect to all, I have made myself a slave to all, so that I might win more of them. To the
Jews I became as a Jew, in order to win Jews. To those under the law I became as one under the law (though I myself
am not under the law) so that I might win those under the law. To those outside the law I became as one outside the
law (though I am not free from God's law but am under Christ's law) so that I might win those outside the law. To
the weak I became weak, so that I might win the weak. I have become all things to all people, that I might by all
means save some. I do it all for the sake of the gospel, so that I may share in its blessings.

We pray to you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the Sacrament of the
Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. t Unite us to your Son in his sacrifice, that we may be
acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection
under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with all your saints, we may enter the
everlasting heritage of your sons and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the
head of the Church, and the author of ourSalvation.

By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father,
now and for ever. Amen.
