If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and you are
still in your sins. Then those also who have died in Christ have perished. If for this life only we have hoped in Christ,
we are of all people most to be pitied.

The Tennessee Historical Marker
for Christ Church Cathedral, Nashville, Tennessee

reads as follows:

Organized in 1829, Christ Church was Nashville’s first Episcopal parish. The present Victorian Gothic church,
designed by Francis Hatch Kimball of New York, opened for services on December 16, 1894; the tower, by local
architect Russell E. Hart, was added in 1947. Designated the Cathedral for the Episcopal Diocese of Tennessee

at the 1995 Diocesan Convention.
