​were very dry. He said to me, “Mortal, can these bones live?” I answered, “O​​LORD​​God, you know.” Then he​​said to​

​Spirit of Christ does not belong to him. But if Christ is in you, though the body is dead because of sin, the Spirit is life​
​because of righteousness. If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ from​
​the dead will give life to your mortal bodies also through his Spirit that dwells in you.​

​THE GOSPEL LESSON​​–John 11:1-45​

​Gospeller​ ​The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ​​according to John. †††​
​People​ ​Glory be to thee, O Lord​​.​

​Now a certain man was ill, Lazarus of Bethany, the village of Mary and her sister Martha. Mary was the one who​
​anointed the Lord with perfume and wiped his feet with her hair; her brother Lazarus was ill. So the sisters sent a​
​message to Jesus, “Lord, he whom you love is ill.” But when Jesus heard it, he said, “This illness does not lead to​
​death; rather it is for God’s glory, so that the Son of God may be glorified through it.” Accordingly, though Jesus​
​loved Martha and her sister and Lazarus, after having heard that Lazarus was ill, he stayed two days longer in the place​
​where he was.​

​Then after this he said to the disciples, “Let us go to Judea again.” The disciples said to him, “Rabbi, the Jews were​
​just now trying to stone you, and are you going there again?” Jesus answered, “Are there not twelve hours of daylight?​
​Those who walk during the day do not stumble, because they see the light of this world. But those who walk at night​
​stumble, because the light is not in them.” After saying this, he told them, “Our friend Lazarus has fallen asleep, but I​
​am going there to awaken him.” The disciples said to him, “Lord, if he has fallen asleep, he will be all right.” Jesus,​
​however, had been speaking about his death, but they thought that he was referring merely to sleep. Then Jesus told​
​them plainly, “Lazarus is dead. For your sake I am glad I was not there, so that you may believe. But let us go to him.”​
​Thomas, who was called the Twin, said to his fellow disciples, “Let us also go, that we may die with him.”​



​When Jesus arrived, he found that Lazarus had already been in the tomb four days. Now Bethany was near Jerusalem,​
​some two miles away, and many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to console them about their brother.​
​When Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went and met him, while Mary stayed at home. Martha said to Jesus,​
​“Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not have died. But even now I know that God will give you whatever​
​you ask of him.” Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.” Martha said to him, “I know that he will rise again in​
​the resurrection on the last day.” Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Those who believe in me, even​
​though they die, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?” She said to​
​him, “Yes, Lord, I believe that you are the Messiah, the Son of God, the one coming into the world.”​

​When she had said this, she went back and called her sister Mary, and told her privately, “The Teacher is here and is​
​calling for you.” And when she heard it, she got up quickly and went to him. Now Jesus had not yet come to the​
​village, but was still at the place where Martha had met him. The Jews who were with her in the house, consoling her,​
​saw Mary get up quickly and go out. They followed her because they thought that she was going to the tomb to weep​
​there. When Mary came where Jesus was and saw him, she knelt at his feet and said to him, “Lord, if you had been​
​here, my brother would not have died.” When Jesus saw her weeping, and the Jews who came with her also weeping,​
​he was greatly disturbed in spirit and deeply moved. He said, “Where have you laid him?” They said to him, “Lord,​
​come and see.” Jesus began to weep. So the Jews said, “See how he loved him!” But some of them said, “Could not he​
​who opened the eyes of the blind man have kept this man from dying?”​

​Then Jesus, again greatly disturbed, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and a stone was lying against it. Jesus said, “Take​
​away the stone.” Martha, the sister of the dead man, said to him, “Lord, already there is a stench because he has been​
​dead four days.” Jesus said to her, “Did I not tell you that if you believed, you would see the glory of God?” So they​
​took away the stone. And Jesus looked upward and said, “Father, I thank you for having heard me. I knew that you​
​always hear me, but I have said this for the sake of the crowd standing here, so that they may believe that you sent​
​me.” When he had said this, he cried with a loud voice, “Lazarus, come out!” The dead man came out, his hands and​
​feet bound with strips of cloth, and his face wrapped in a cloth. Jesus said to them, “Unbind him, and let him go.”​
​Many of the Jews therefore, who had come with Mary and had seen what Jesus did, believed in him.​

​himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole​
​world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his​
​precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again.​

​At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the​
​cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.​

​For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it​
​to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” †​

​Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink ye all​
​of this; for this is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of sins.​
​Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.” †​

​Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son our Savior Jesus​
​Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts,​
​which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his​
​blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most​
​hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.​

​And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to​
​bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread and wine; that we,​
​receiving them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and​
​passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.​

​And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving;​
​most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in​
​his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.​

​And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and​
​living sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy​
​Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy​
​grace​​ †  and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him.​

​And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice, yet we beseech thee​
​to accept this our bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offenses, through Jesus​
​Christ our Lord;​

​By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father​
​Almighty, world without end.​​Amen​​.​
