​welcomed to theTable of the Lord. The Sursum Corda (Latin for “lift up your hearts”) is one of the most ancient parts of the​
​service, dating to the third century​​.​

​THE GREAT THANKSGIVING​​(Eucharistic Prayer A, p. 361)​

​Celebrant​ ​The Lord be with you.​
​People​ ​And also with you.​
​Celebrant​ ​Lift up your hearts.​
​People​ ​We lift them to the Lord.​
​Celebrant​ ​Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.​
​People​ ​It is right to give him thanks and praise.​

​Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds​

​It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, Creator of​
​heaven and earth. For you are the source of light and life, you made us in your image, and called us to new life in​
​Jesus Christ our Lord.​

​Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of heaven,​
​who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:​

​The Sanctus (Latin for “Holy”) is a hymn based on the poem of creation in Isaiah 6:1-5.  The Benedictus (Latin for “blessed”) is​
​based on Matthew 21:9 and Luke 13:35.​

​Leader and People​

​Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,​ ​(trad. Appalachian folk melody,​​Land of Rest​​)​
​heaven and earth are full of your glory.​
​Hosanna in the highest.​
​Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.​

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​The people stand or kneel. Then the Celebrant continues​

​Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and, when we had fallen into sin and​
​become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to share our​
​human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God and Father of all. He stretched out his​
​arms upon the cross, and offered himself in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for the whole world.​

​At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the​
​cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.​

​On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had​
​given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given​
​for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”​

​After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink this,​
​all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.​
​Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”​

​Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:​

​Celebrant and People​

​Christ has died.​
​Christ is risen.​
​Christ will come again.​
​The Celebrant continues​

​We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father,​​in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. Recalling​
​his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your​
​people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us​
​also that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the​
​last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. All this we ask through your Son Jesus​
​Christ. By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty​
​Father, now and for ever.​​Amen​​.​

​The Lord’s Prayer, also known as the Our Father, is the prayer that  Jesus taught his disciples to pray, and has been a part of​
​eucharistic liturgies since the early centuries of the church’s history.​

​THE POST-COMMUNION PRAYER​ ​(attributed to Francis of Assisi)​

​People​ ​Lord, make us instruments of your peace.​​Where there is hatred, let us sow love; where there​
​is injury, pardon; where there is discord, union; where there is doubt, faith; where there is despair,​
​hope; where there is darkness, light; where there is sadness, joy. Grant that we may not so much seek​
​to be consoled as to console; to be understood as to understand; to be loved as to love. For it is in​
​giving that we receive; it is in pardoning that we are pardoned; and it is in dying that we are born to​
​eternal life. Amen​​.​

​his people. The Dismissal sends us out from this place to love and serve others in the name of Christ.​
