"a cr.evice where the giory glimmers through,t' nor "some whisper from the
sky," nor "some footprints in the sand to track Him by," leaving u's to make
,'the fateful guess," and "torn betlveen No and Yes," as Edwin Markham says.

He gives us the empty tomb and the Ri'sen Christ.
Have no fear. Trust your own life and those of your loved one to Hi's care.

Give yourself more and more to the life of goodness which has upon it the evel'-

lasting seal of God. "T'hetefore, my beloved brethren, be ye tlgadfa's't' un-
movarble, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know
thab your labor is not in vain in the Lord."
