The Role of the Laity: From New Testament Times  
to the Episcopal Church Today

THE REVEREND DR. BENJAMIN J. KING 
  

What is the role of the laity in our churches? In 
the Catholic Church of the Victorian era, one 
English Monsignor notoriously answered: "To 
hunt, to shoot, to entertain. These matters 
they understand, but to meddle with ecclesiastical 
matters they have no right at all." In a study 
prepared for the recent General Convention, a 
different answer was given: "The Episcopal 
Church has historically embraced and 
legitimized laity, bishops and clergy equally to 

take their place in the governance of the church." Dr. Benjamin J. 
King's lectures will examine the various roles of the laity since 
New Testament times so that we might better understand what the 
role of the laity could be today. 

TURKEY PILGRIMAGE, MARCH 1-10, 2013 
  

This coming spring, join fellow parishioners of Christ 
Church Cathedral on pilgrimage to early Christian sites in 
Turkey. Home to many of the first Christian communities 
to whom New Testament epistles were written, Turkey 
affords a g l impse in to the p laces ,  centur ies,  and 
people  that  generated some of the most significant and 
formative developments of the Christian faith.

$500 deposit, applicable towards the program fee). The 
overall program fee is $4,050, which includes, airfare, 
housing, meals, etc. The pilgrimage will be led by the 
Reverend Joshua M. Caler and Dr. Daniel Shafer, Professor 
of History at Belmont University and a member of the Cathedral 
Vestry.
