THE COLLECT OF THE DAY

FIRST LESSON - Exodus 3:1-12

Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of Midian; he led his flock beyond the wilderness, and came
to Horeb, the mountain of God. There the angel of the Lorp appeared to him in a flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and
the bush was blazing, vet it was not consumed. Then Moses said, I must turn aside and look at this greart sight, and see why
the bush is not burned up.* When the Lorp saw that he had turned aside to see, God called to him ourt of the bush, "Moses,
Moses!” And he said, “Here [ am.” Then he said, "Come no closer! Remove the sandals from your feet, for the place on which
you are standing is holy ground.” He said further, “l am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of [saac, and
the God of Jacob.” And Moses hid his face, for he was afraid o lock at God.

Then the Lorp said, " have observed the misery of my people who are in Egypt; [ have heard their cry on account of their
raskmasters. Indeed, | know their sufferings, and [ have come down to deliver them from the Egyptians, and to bring them up
out of that land to a good and broad land, a land flowing with milk and honey, to the country of the Canaanites, the Hittites,
the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites. The cry of the [sraelites has now come to me; [ have also seen how
the Egyptians oppress them. So come, [ will send you to Pharach to bring my people, the Israelites, out of Egypt.”

But Moses said to God, *Who am [ that [ should go to Pharach, and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?® He said, *I will be with
you; and this shall be the sign for you that it is [ who sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall
worship God on this mountain.”

SECOND LESSON - Ephesians 4:1-17

[ therefore, the prisoner in the Lord, beg you to lead a life worthy of the calling to which you have been called, with all
humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in love, making every effort to maintain the unity of the
Spiritin the bond of peace. There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to the one hope of your calling, one
Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all, who is above all and through all and in all.

But each of us was given grace according to the measure of Christ’s gift. Therefore it is said, "When he ascended on high he
made captivity itself a captive; he gave gifts to his people.® (When it says, "He ascended,” what does it mean but that he had
also descended into the lower parts of the sarth? He who descended is the same one who ascended far above all the heavens,
so that he might fill all things.) The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some
pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until all of us come o
the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity, to the measure of the full stature of Christ.

We must no longer be children, tossed to and fro and blown about by every wind of doctrine, by people’s trickery, by their
craftiness in deceitful scheming. Butspeaking the truth in love, we must grow up in every way into him who is the head, into
Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by every ligament with which it is equipped, as each partis
working properly, promotes the body’s growth in building itself up in love.

Now this [ affirm and insist on in the Lord: you must no longer live as the Gentiles live, in the futlity of their minds.
