THE OLD TESTAMENT LESSON - Jeremiah 31:7-14
Thus says the Lorp:

Sing aloud with gladness for Jacob,
and raise shouts for the chief of the nations;
proclaim, give praise, and say,
“Save, O Lorp, your people,
the remnant of [srael.”
See, | am going to bring them from the land of the north,
and gather them from the farthest parts of the earth,
among them the blind and the lame, those with child and
those in labor, together;
a great company, they shall return here.
With weeping they shall come,
and with consolations [ will lead them back,
[ will let them walk by brooks of water,
in a straight path in which they shall not stumble;
for [ have become a father to Israel,
and Ephraim is my firstborn.
Hear the word of the Lorp , O nations,
and declare it in the coastlands far away;

THE GOSPEL LESSON - Matthew 2:13-15, 19-23

Now after the wise men had left, an angel of the Lord appeared to Josephin a
dream and said, “Get up, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and
remain there until I tell you; for Herod is about to search for the child, to
destroy him.” Then Joseph got up, took the child and his mother by night, and
went to Egypt, and remained there untl the death of Herod. This was to fulfill
what had been spoken by the Lord through the prophet, "Out of Egypt 1 have
called my son."

When Herod died, an angel of the Lord suddenly appeared in a dream to Joseph
in Egyptand said, “Get up, take the child and his mother, and go to the land of
Israel, for those who were seeking the child's life are dead.” Then Joseph got up,
took the child and his mother, and went to the land of Israel. But when he heard
that Archelaus was ruling over Judea in place of his father Herod, he was afraid
to go there.
