CHAPEL ALTAR
GIVEN TO THE GLORY OF GOD AND IN MEMORY OF
MEDORA CHEATHAM THAYER

The original 1888 chapel, designed
by Francis Hatch Kimball, faced 9™
Avenue North. The chapel altar, a
memorial to Medora Cheatham
Thayer, who died on February 3,
1880, was given by her sister Ada
Cheatham. By 1913, the Vestry
recognized a need for more office
and classroom space. Russell Hart,
Nashville architect, presented plans :
for a Parish House to replace the original chapel and to create a
“new” chapel adjacent to the chancel. The altar was moved to the
new chapel. During 1971, the altar was placed on loan to the
Orthodox Church of the Redeemer. In 2010, Wayne Boyle-Parsley,
Bishop-Rector of St. Basil’s Church, acquired the altar which he
then gave back to the Cathedral. The altar was re-dedicated by
Bishop John Bauerschmidt on December 16, 2010.
