NEW ALTAR RAIL
GIVEN TO THE GLORY OF GOD AND IN MEMORY OF
ANNE NICHOLS CALDWELL.

A new altar rail, placed at the front of the newly designed chancel
space, was given by Wentworth Caldwell and family in memory of
his mother Anne Nichols Caldwell. She, born in El Paso, Colorado,
married James E. Caldwell, Jr., in El Paso in 1899. Mrs. Caldwell
died in Nashville on September 28, 1963. The iron design of the new
Chancel altar rail was inspired by the altar rail at the Speyer Cathedral
in Germany. Wood from the original 1894 altar rail was used in
fabrication of the new altar rail by Herndon & Merry Ornamental
Metalwork of Nashville in 1992.
