NEW ALTAR TABLE IN THE CHANCEL
Given to the Glory of God and in Memory of Rebecca Allen Porter
and Matilda Allison Porter by their niece
Gloria Graves and her husband David.

Rebecca, born February 24, 1872 and died May 11, 1962, and Matilda,
born August 5, 1873 and died June 28, 1961, were daughters of Rebecca
Allison and Alexander James Porter. Their home, at the corer of Spruce
(8" Avenue South) and Demonbreun, was within walking distance of
Christ Church. In 1990-1992, the Chancel was enlarged to provide
space for a free standing altar. From architectural pieces of the original
1894 Chancel choir stalls, the new altar was created. The Rt. Reverend
Bertram Herlong dedicated the new altar in 1995.
