THE FIRST LESSON - Acts 10:34-43

THE SECOND LESSON - 1 Corinthians 15:1-11

I would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good news that I proclaimed to you, which you in turn received, in which
also you stand, through which also you are being saved, if you hold firmly to the message that I proclaimed to you—
unless you have come to believe in vain.

For I handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with
the scriptures, and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the scriptures, and that
he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time,
most of whom are still alive, though some have died. Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. Last of all, as to
one untimely born, he appeared also to me. For I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, because I
persecuted the church of God. But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me has not been in vain. On
the contrary, [ worked harder than any of them—though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with me. Whether then
it was I or they, so we proclaim and so you have come to believe.

We acclaim you, holy Lord, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your wisdom and love. You formed us in your
own image, giving the whole world into our care, so that, in obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all your
creatures.

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for him who died and rose for us, he sent the Holy Spirit, his own first
gift for those who believe, to complete his work in the world, and to bring to fulfillment the sanctification of all.



When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having loved his own who were in the world,
he loved them to the end; at supper with them he took bread, and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave
it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you.

Since its
origin in 2014, Amistad for Families has worked with more than 160 families and 225 children who were at risk of being
institutionalized in orphanages. Of all the families served, 67% have fully implemented their family development goals and
not one of the 225 children served has entered an orphanage.
