EDUCATION FOR MINISTRY (EFM)

EfM classes invite participants to
study scripture, theology, and church
history and tradition. Within a small
group setting, each individual

Although the course offers four years of  study, students sign up
for one year at a time. The enrollment fee is $375.00. Some
scholarship money is available.
