NEW   TESTAMENT    LESSON    –     Philippians   3:4b-14  
If   anyone   else   has   reason   to   be   con�dent   in   the   �esh,   I   have   more:   circumcised   on   the   eighth   day,   a   member   of   the  
people   of   Israel,   of   the   tribe   of   Benjamin,   a   Hebrew   born   of   Hebrews;   as   to   the   law,   a   Pharisee;   as   to   zeal,   a  
persecutor   of   the   church;   as   to   righteousness   under   the   law,   blameless.  
  
Yet   whatever   gains   I   had,   these   I   have   come   to   regard   as   loss   because   of   Christ.   More   than   that,   I   regard   everything  
as   loss   because   of   the   surpassing   value   of   knowing   Christ   Jesus   my   Lord.   For   his   sake   I   have   su�ered   the   loss   of   all  
things,   and   I   regard   them   as   rubbish,   in   order   that   I   may   gain   Christ   and   be   found   in   him,   not   having   a  
righteousness   of   my   own   that   comes   from   the   law,   but   one   that   comes   through   faith   in   Christ,   the   righteousness  
from   God   based   on   faith.   I   want   to   know   Christ   and   the   power   of   his   resurrection   and   the   sharing   of   his   su�erings  
by   becoming   like   him   in   his   death,   if   somehow   I   may   attain   the   resurrection   from   the   dead.  

 



 

  
Not   that   I   have   already   obtained   this   or   have   already   reached   the   goal;   but   I   press   on   to   make   it   my   own,   because  
Christ   Jesus   has   made   me   his   own.   Beloved,   I   do   not   consider   that   I   have   made   it   my   own;   but   this   one   thing   I   do:  
forgetting   what   lies   behind   and   straining   forward   to   what   lies   ahead,   I   press   on   toward   the   goal   for   the   prize   of   the  
heavenly   call   of   God   in   Christ   Jesus.

THE   GOSPEL   LESSON   –Matthew   21:23-32    
 

Gospeller.             The   Holy   Gospel   of   our   Lord   Jesus   Christ   according   to   Matthew.  
People    Glory   to   you,   Lord   Christ .  
 
When   Jesus   entered   the   temple,   the   chief   priests   and   the   elders   of   the   people   came   to   him   as   he   was   teaching,   and  
said,   “By   what   authority   are   you   doing   these   things,   and   who   gave   you   this   authority?”   Jesus   said   to   them,   “I   will   also  
ask   you   one   question;   if   you   tell   me   the   answer,   then   I   will   also   tell   you   by   what   authority   I   do   these   things.   Did   the  
baptism   of   John   come   from   heaven,   or   was   it   of   human   origin?”   And   they   argued   with   one   another,   “If   we   say,  
‘From   heaven,’   he   will   say   to   us,   ‘Why   then   did   you   not   believe   him?’   But   if   we   say,   ‘Of   human   origin,’   we   are   afraid  
of   the   crowd;   for   all   regard   John   as   a   prophet.”   So   they   answered   Jesus,   “We   do   not   know.”   And   he   said   to   them,  
“Neither   will   I   tell   you   by   what   authority   I   am   doing   these   things.  
 
  “What   do   you   think?   A   man   had   two   sons;   he   went   to   the   �rst   and   said,   ‘Son,   go   and   work   in   the   vineyard   today.’  
He   answered,   ‘I   will   not’;   but   later   he   changed   his   mind   and   went.   The   father   went   to   the   second   and   said   the   same;  
and   he   answered,   ‘I   go,   sir’;   but   he   did   not   go.   Which   of   the   two   did   the   will   of   his   father?”   They   said,   “The   �rst.”  
Jesus   said   to   them,   “Truly   I   tell   you,   the   tax   collectors   and   the   prostitutes   are   going   into   the   kingdom   of   God   ahead  
of   you.   For   John   came   to   you   in   the   way   of   righteousness   and   you   did   not   believe   him,   but   the   tax   collectors   and   the  
prostitutes   believed   him;   and   even   after   you   saw   it,   you   did   not   change   your   minds   and   believe   him.

Then   the   Celebrant   continues  
  
We   give   thanks   to   you,   O   God,   for   the   goodness   and   love   which   you   have   made   known   to   us   in   creation;   in   the  
calling   of   Israel   to   be   your   people;   in   your   Word   spoken   through   the   prophets;   and   above   all   in   the   Word   made  
�esh,   Jesus,   your   Son.   For   in   these   last   days   you   sent   him   to   be   incarnate   from   the   Virgin   Mary,   to   be   the   Savior  
and   Redeemer   of   the   world.   In   him,   you   have   delivered   us   from   evil,   and   made   us   worthy   to   stand   before   you.   In  
him,   you   have   brought   us   out   of   error   into   truth,   out   of   sin   into   righteousness,   out   of   death   into   life.  
  
At   the   following   words   concerning   the   bread,   the   Celebrant   is   to   hold   it   or   lay   a   hand   upon   it;   and   at   the   words   concerning   the  
cup,   to   hold   or   place   a   hand   upon   the   cup   and   any   other   vessel   containing   wine   to   be   consecrated.  
  

 



 

On   the   night   before   he   died   for   us,   our   Lord   Jesus   Christ   took   bread;   and   when   he   had   given   thanks   to   you,   he  
broke   it,   and   gave   it   to   his   disciples,   and   said,   “Take,   eat:   This   is   my   Body,   which   is   given   for   you.

After   supper   he   took   the   cup   of   wine;   and   when   he   had   given   thanks,   he   gave   it   to   them,  
and   said,   “Drink   this,   all   of   you:   This   is   my   Blood   of   the   new   Covenant,   which   is   shed   for   you   and   for   many   for  
the   forgiveness   of   sins.

  We   pray   you,   gracious   God,   to   send   your   Holy   Spirit   upon   these   gifts   that   they   may   be   the   Sacrament   of   the  
Body   of   Christ   and   his   Blood   of   the   new   Covenant.   Unite   us   to   your   Son   in   his   sacri�ce,   that   we   may   be  
acceptable   through   him,   being   sancti�ed   by   the   Holy   Spirit.   In   the   fullness   of   time,   put   all   things   in   subjection  
under   your   Christ,   and   bring   us   to   that   heavenly   country   where,   with   the   ever-blessed   Virgin   Mary   and    all   your  
saints,   we   may   enter   the   everlasting   heritage   of   your   sons   and   daughters;   through   Jesus   Christ   our   Lord,   the  
�rstborn   of   all   creation,   the   head   of   the   Church,   and   the   author   of   our   salvation.
